Bees in Decline

Since the late 1990s, beekeepers around the world have observed the mysterious and sudden disappearance of bees, and report unusually high rates of decline in honeybee colonies.
Bees make more than honey – they are key to food production because they pollinate crops.  Bumblebees, other wild bees, and insects such as butterflies, wasps, and flies all provide valuable pollination services.  In Europe alone, the growth of over 4,000 vegetables depends on the essential work of pollinators.  But currently, more and more bees are dying, and in a very real sense, our lives depend on theirs. 
The main reasons for the global decline of bees are industrial agriculture, parasites/pathogens and climate change.  Intensification of agriculture on an industrial scale can be sustained only with the application of high amounts of fertilisers, pesticides and heavy machinery, and monocultures limit the amount of food available to pollinators, as well as reducing biodiversity.  This loss and fragmentation of valuable natural habitats caused by monocultures and pesticides leads to the destruction of habitats such as grasslands, old fields, shrubs, forests, and hedgerows, thereby causing a particular threat for honeybees and wild pollinators.  
It is becoming increasingly evident that some insecticides, at concentrations applied routinely in the current agriculture system, exert clear negative effects on the health of pollinators – both individually and at the colony level.  There is also growing evidence that exposure to pesticides may compromise the immune system of bees, and increase their susceptibility to parasites.  Parasite infestations significantly weaken honeybees, causing high mortality and high levels of stress, and thus weakening the colony as a whole.

In addition, many of the predicted consequences of climate change, such as increasing temperatures, changes in rainfall patterns, and more erratic or extreme weather events, will also have impacts on pollinator populations.
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For my first forays into Patagonia, I left behind my guidebooks and travelogues.  Travelling light, I was blown away by big, jagged mountaintop glaciers and – more literally – the fierce westerlies that gusted summer long.  Between the gawping and the roast lamb dinners, I struggled to understand why anyone would come to such an arid, godforsaken place to make a home.

Patagonia covers some 400,000 square miles, and visitors need to plan ahead.  Established tourism is found in the northern lake districts of Argentina and Chile, but elsewhere, the wilderness still rules, and a cursory glance at a map reveals that Argentinian Patagonia is mainly empty spaces and ranching country, while Chilean Patagonia is a collage of islands, inlets and labyrinthine channels.

Tour packages from the UK are available, but it’s easy to visit Patagonia independently – there are hostels all over, excellent campsites, frequent buses and mini-buses, and English is widely spoken.  Pound sterling is very strong against the Argentine peso, so short local flights are affordable.  Across the region, food and drink are excellent value too.  A few decades ago, Patagonian cuisine consisted of grilled lamb and tripe stew; these days restaurants offer a far wider selection, and the local parrillas (grills) are always a safe bet for a meaty feast.

On the northern coast, Wales is one of the big stories.  In 1865, 165 migrants arrived from Wales aboard the Mimosa and established settlements beside the River Chubut.  The towns that grew out of these hamlets – Rawson, Puerto Madryn, Trelew and Gaiman – are easy to visit by bus or car, with chapels and Welsh-themed teashops concentrated in the latter.  If you want to do as the Welsh did, and travel all the way to the Andes, it’s a long bus ride or drive across the steppe. 
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
