Darn 1

Consultation is currently taking place on a new Environmental Principles and Governance Bill
, which will ensure environmental protections will not be weakened as we leave the EU and establish a world-leading body to hold government to account for environmental outcomes.

This body will support our commitment to be the first generation to leave our environment in a better state than that in which we inherited it.  It will provide scrutiny and advice as we protect and enhance our precious landscapes, wildlife and natural assets and would be able to hold government to account on environmental legislation.

Subject to consultation, the new body could specifically be responsible for:
· providing independent scrutiny and advice on existing and future government environmental law and policy;

· responding to complaints about government’s delivery of environmental law; and

· holding government to account publicly over its delivery of environmental law and exercising enforcement powers where necessary.

The Government is also consulting on its intention to require ministers to produce – and then have regard to – a statutory and comprehensive policy statement setting out how they will apply core environmental principles as they develop policy and discharge their responsibilities.  Currently environmental decisions made in the UK – from improving air and water quality to protecting endangered species – are overseen by the European Commission and underpinned by a number of these principles, such as the precautionary principle, sustainable development and the ‘polluter pays’ principle.

While these principles are already central to government environmental policy, they are not set out in one place besides the EU treaties.  The new Environmental Principles and Governance Bill will ensure governments continue to have regard to important environmental principles through the policy statement, which would be scrutinised by Parliament.  Depending on the consultation outcomes, these principles could also be listed in primary legislation

Darn 2

Children should learn to cook.

After all, it’s a basic life skill to be able to create a simple meal from a few ingredients.  It’s healthy — a hungry 13-year-old who can cook, home alone after school, may decide to stir-fry some leftover rice with whatever is in the fridge; his non-cooking peer is left rummaging through the pantry for anything that can be eaten straight out of the box or bag.  Cooking is a source of pride for the children who can take care of themselves in this way, or feed someone else.  They’re capable of cooking, they know what to do, and they can get it done.

One might suppose, then, that everyone would be in favour of involving kids in the kitchen.  But plenty of parents are reluctant to encourage a young child to come and help in the kitchen.  By dinnertime, perhaps patience is running thin, and some kinds of “help” don’t get food on the table any quicker.  Children spill things, they switch the mixer to high when your back is turned, and they’re not safe around stoves and knives.  Letting them do most things takes vastly longer than just doing them yourself.

As for older children, maybe they’re not interested.  Sports, homework, social obligations… they’re busy, after all.  They barely have time to get to the table, let alone put food on it.

But there are good reasons to encourage kids in the kitchen at any age.  Older children may not be grateful now, but the time will come when they need to put food on the table, and it will help to know you need to boil the water before throwing the pasta in.  Start now, and you may even reap the benefit of a child who can take over responsibility for dinner once in a while.

Dilys Elwyn-Edwards was the composer of some of the finest songs in the Welsh language.  Born on August 19, 1918, in Dolgellau, a town nestling among the southern slopes of Snowdonia, she was always terribly keen to preserve a sense of enigma about her actual age and date of birth, and partly for this reason forbade any celebrations of her anniversary even when all the great singers in Wales were anxious and ready to do so.  She was content simply to write some new music if suitably moved by a combination of artists, poetry and venue.  More seriously, behind this reluctance was a genuine sense of personal modesty, or perhaps restraint, which instinctively eschewed a lot of unnecessary public fuss.  At the same time she had a keen awareness of her true worth and thus relished frequent performances and recordings by a new generation of singers in her later years. 

She studied initially at the celebrated School for Girls in Dolgellau where her musical instincts were sensitively nurtured.  She turned down a scholarship to Cambridge in favour of one to the University College of South Wales and Monmouthshire (now Cardiff University), where her creative imagination was suddenly fired by hearing a work by Herbert Howells, and she eventually fulfilled a dream in moving on to London and the Royal College of Music, where Howells himself became her musical lodestar.  

Dilys’s marriage to Elwyn Edwards, a London-born Presbyterian ordinand at Mansfield College, Oxford, led to an idyllic period based in that city during which she consolidated her mature musical idiom.  The couple then returned to Wales and settled in Caernarfon, with Elwyn as Minister of the famous Castle Square Church and Dilys a piano tutor at nearby Bangor University, where the prolific composer William Mathias was an inspirational friend and colleague.
