More than 10% of school term-time absences last year were caused by pupils given leave to take family holidays, official figures have revealed, showing the scale of the problem faced by head teachers as parents seek to dodge peak holiday prices.

Figures collected by the Department for Education show that holidays accounted for more than 11% of authorised absences granted during the 2012-13 academic year, a practice that has been barred since September last year, over concerns that too much authorised time off was hurting pupil attainment.

The change has led to protests from parents who claim they cannot afford overseas travel during holidays because of the higher prices charged.  Since September, local authorities have reported a sharp rise in the number of parents being fined for taking holidays as unauthorised leave, in defiance of the new rules.

The figures also show that in 2012-13, the number of penalty notices issued by local authorities for unauthorised absences increased by more than a quarter compared with the previous year.  More than 52,000 fines, worth more than £3m in total, were issued for a pupil’s unauthorised absence from school in 2012-13, an increase from 41,000 in 2011-12.

Nearly 8,000 parents and guardians were taken to court in England during the 12-month period for non-payment of penalty fines, an increase of more than 20% from the previous year.  However, those figures are likely to be overshadowed when next year’s official data is published.

What is Bedroom Tax?

Bedroom Tax is a change to Housing Benefit Entitlement that means you will receive less in housing benefit if you live in a housing association or council property that is deemed to have one or more spare bedrooms. 
Having one spare bedroom will mean you lose 14% of your housing benefit entitlement.  Two or more spare bedrooms will mean a reduction of 25% in your entitlement. 
There are a number of different rules about what counts as a taxable spare bedroom:

· Children of both sexes under 10 would be expected to share a bedroom.  If they currently do not share and they remain in separate rooms, one of their rooms will be classed as a spare bedroom.

· Children of the same gender under 16 would be expected to share a bedroom.
· Couples and adults are entitled to have bedrooms of their own.
· If a bedroom (with or without furniture) is kept free for when a child comes to stay with a parent that they do not normally live with, this room will be classed as a spare bedroom.

· Bedroom Tax allowance for a child can be claimed by one parent only, even where they share access to the child.

Extra bedrooms for medical reasons will not be allowed and will still be affected by the rules of Bedroom Tax e.g. a couple using separate bedrooms because one of them is recovering from an operation.
