The world’s best road-racing cyclists spent only a few days in Utrecht as the world’s biggest annual sporting event – the Tour de France – got under way in Holland.  Yet the Dutch city will hope that being chosen to stage what is called the Grand Départ will have a lasting legacy, similar to the benefits that last year’s send-off brought to Yorkshire, Cambridge and London.

Legacy, however, means different things to communities, governments, individual sports and business.  Cycle Yorkshire, a not-for-profit organisation formed by City of York Council, set five legacy targets for Grand Départ 2014.  These were: getting more people cycling, making it easier for people to choose cycling, broadening the number and awareness of cycling events, generating greater awareness of cycling and fostering a thriving network of cycling businesses and social enterprises.

Indeed, cycling is seen as one of the key areas of legacy gains from the London Olympics, which are expected to generate inward investment of £6bn in the four years to 2016.  Indeed, British Cycling estimates that more than two million people are now cycling regularly. 

One of the golden rules of legacy planning is to have clearly defined goals and a detailed strategy of how to deliver them.  Sally Bolton, managing director of the London 2017 World Athletics Championships, which are to be held in the Olympic Stadium, says: “You have to get in very early and plan what your legacy will be.  You can’t plan an event’s legacy once it has happened.”

The oil industry, with its history of booms and busts, is in a new downturn.

Earnings are down for companies that have made record profits in recent years, forcing them to decommission more than half their rigs and sharply cut investments in exploration and production.  More than 100,000 oil workers have lost their jobs, and manufacturing of drilling and production equipment has fallen sharply. 

The cause is the plunging price of a barrel of oil, which has been cut roughly in half since June 2014, reaching levels last seen during the depths of the 2009 recession. 

So why has the price of oil been dropping so fast?  This is a complicated question, but it boils down to the simple economics of supply and demand.

United States domestic production has nearly doubled over the last six years, pushing out oil imports that need to find another home.  Saudi, Nigerian and Algerian oil that once was sold in the United States is suddenly competing for Asian markets, and the producers are forced to drop prices.  Canadian and Iraqi oil production and exports are rising year after year.  Even the Russians, with all their economic problems, manage to keep pumping.

On the demand side, the economies of Europe and developing countries are weakening and vehicles are becoming more energy-efficient.  So demand for fuel is lagging a bit. China’s recent devaluation of its currency suggests the economy of the world’s biggest oil importer may be worse off than expected.
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
